Catha edulis,
commonly called Arabian tea, (USDA GRIN, 2010),
is known by a variety of names, such as khat and gat
in Yemen, qaat and jaad in Somalia, and chat in
Ethiopia. Among communities from these areas, khat
chewing has a long history as a social custom, dating
back thousands of years (Khat Chewing, 2011). The
leaves of khat plant contain alkaloids structurally
related to amphetamine. Fresh Khat leaves chewed,
or, dried and consumed as tea, by a high proportion
of the adult population, in order to achieve a state of

euphoria and stimulation (Hassan, op. cit.). Khat

Khat trees are planted in the plains and in the
mountains except for coastal areas with high
temperature, or the tops of mountains which are,
very cold. Khat trees do not require large amounts of
water, like other trees, some of which is sufficient
seasonal rainfall. Khat tree is evergreen throughout
the seasons of the year and it requires less care than
required by fruit trees and other plants (Cox, G,
2003, p93).

Cathinone believed to be the main active ingredient
in fresh Khat leaves is structurally related and
pharmacologically similar to amphetamine. The

habit of Khat chewing is widespread with a deep-
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rooted socio-cultural tradition in Yemen and as such
poses a public health problem (Kalix, P., 1990, p399).
Khat can induce manic behaviors and hyperactivity
similar in effect to those produced by amphetamine
(Khatresearch.org, 2010).

Before Saudi Arabia had issued legal legislation,
which prohibits the cultivation and use of Khat in
Saudi Arabia, Khat was grown in the southwestern

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ABSTRACT

The Hydrogen sulfide gas released from the geothermal operations has a potential impact on the health of the
workers and the community living within the vicinity and also the geothermal equipment. Similarly, this gas
is a toxic pollutant when released into the atmosphere. Additionally, this gas is corrosive to metal-based
materials including brass and iron when dissolved in water. In this regard, there is need to manage the
concentrations of hydrogen sulfide in the atmosphere at acceptable levels without detrimental effects to
components of the biosphere. In this study, a dispersion modeling of H2S emission was used to assess the
concentrations of hydrogen sulfide within the vicinity of the power plant. The technique is carried out using
atmospheric dispersion modeling system (AERMOD) which is a steady-state Gaussian model to determine the
hydrogen sulfide concentrations in the atmosphere within the vicinity of the power plant. To achieve this
goal, hourly meteorological data were captured and input to the Aermet processor. Since weather conditions
heavily influence H2S concentration, statistical analysis is used to determine a correlation between the
weather parameters and H2S concentration. The analysis provided a mechanism used in predicting the
concentrations of H2S under different weather conditions. As such, it provided a basis to determine the
likelihood of conditions that may exceed the recommended concentrations and their potential effects on the
environment. The prepared background and predictive model when combined show that although operations
at Menengai Geothermal Project emit H2S gas, the concentrations are below the WHO set guidelines of 150
pg m-3 and therefore have a less impact on air quality. The findings are beneficial as part of regulations for air
quality standards to reduce global warming and environmental degradation, the introduction of H2S
abatement techniques and reduction strategies.

Studies conducted in various geothermal fields
around the world reveal the harmful effects of
hydrogen sulfide gas emissions on the nearby towns.

2.2 H2S Atmospheric dispersion

Research has shown that the weather conditions
affect the concentrations of H»S. Also, oxidation
occurs under favorable conditions. (D’Alessandro,
Brusca et al. 2009) argue that H:S concentration
recorded in the urban areas of Thessaloniki and
Sousaki; both in Greece are higher during the
summer and lower during winter.

Gaussian
dispersion model had been used in various air quality
studies in both the urban and rural areas. However,
the

Chernobyl disaster pointed out the weaknesses of

extreme environmental pollution such as
Gaussian dispersal model thus calling for a more
sophisticated approach. Nonetheless, Gaussian plume
dispersal model has been commonly used in studies
involving both multiple and single sources of air
pollution. The calculation is oriented to analyze how
atmospheric stability and distance affect the ground
level concentration of the pollutant.

3.5 Concentrations of H2S in the project area

program are reported on a monthly basis. A Jerome®

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III. Results and Discussion
4.1 Introduction

The primary source was the field
area that I visited the rural areas of Ghazipur district
in the state of Uttar Pradesh. I have also received
data from government officials with the help of
informal interview.The secondary sources that I have
used are from the various journals, books, websites,
Government notices, other

census report,

institutional reports and research papers.

Case Study

Analysing the literacy rate of various districts in
Uttar Pradesh, Ghazipur ranks among the top literate
districts. Average literacy rate of Ghazipur in 2011
was 71.77 compared to 59.55 of 2001. This is also
above the state literacy rate of 69.72%.If we look at it
gender wise then, male and female literacy were
82.80 and 60.26 respectively. For 2001 census, same
figures stood at 74.85 and 44.04 in Ghazipur District.
Total literate in Ghazipur District were 2,197,549 of
which male and female were 1,293,553 and 903,996
has 1952 Primary
schools, 801 upper primary schools, making a total of

respectively.Rural Ghazipur

2,753 schools in rural Ghazipur.

Analysing various research, articles, survey and also
the interviews conducted these are a few findings. To
begin with the actual status of Education in rural
Ghazipur and the impact of Right of Children to Free
and Compulsory Education I would like to begin
with the socio-economic status of Ghazipur District.
Every study and every official I interviewed said that
the main problem of the status of the education
system is the poor status of the society and economy

of the district as a whole.

Unemployment problem has led huge number of
Ghazipur residents’ migration to bigger cities like
Delhi, Kolkata and even abroad. This according to
the various principals leads to the dropout of

children from their schools. When their parents
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migrate to better cities in search of better living and
job they also leave school and go with their parents.
People who are well off send their children to
private schools and boarding schools, but the labour
class people have but no option to move away with
their children.

Teachers at SasanaPrimary school, Bechu Ram also
said that how the children often leave and come to
school on their own will. Because of the provision of
no admission test children often take it for granted.
They talked about how a Labour’s son kept going to
and for from Sasanaand his native place with his

parents, often missing classes.

Another social problem is the children often being
orphaned because of their mother or father going for
a remarriage which often leaves them with their
grandparents or cousins who do not gave proper
guidance at home. The principal of Bal Bharti Higher
Secondary Schools says that inspite of them having
qualified teachers it is a difficult task to teach

children because of the lack of guidance at home.

Selling and drinking of liquor has been one of the
social evils that has been destroying the youth in
rural Ghazipur says the principal. With no conducive
environment for studies children often fail but again
due to no detention policy of RTE they get promoted

to another higher class.

With teachers’ recruitment lying stagnant how can
an education system run effectively. There are
teachers who are on contract basis and some
volunteers who come to teach. This has created a
vacuum and one of the major problems in almost

every school.

With the coming of RTE not much has changed in
the education system. In fact, looking at the data it
shows that there has been a gradual decline in the
admission rate to public schools inspite of the no

admission and screening test, the principals grieved



about how pre RTE there used to be so many
students seeking admission that they conducted
screening test, today the number of students is such
that no screening is required. In primary schools the

admission per year is just up to 10 children.

Though the funds for uniform, books and mid-day
meal do come in, it is often delayed by higher
authorities. The funds for uniform often come at the
end of academic session which makes little sense.
There are however little fund given by the
government when it comes to infrastructure.
Therefore, leaving the infrastructure in a bad state. It
is due to the personal initiation of the principals and
teachers that they have good enough classrooms for
study. A teacher in primary school shows me how
they were given one book rack which was almost

falling.

Talking about gender equality in schools it has been
seen that there are equal number of male and female
teachers but the number of female students were
often higher in the schools compared to male. This
the principal explains the mindset people for love of
male child, where people think that sending a boy to
school private school is better and sending a girl to
public school which is free of cost seems like a better

idea.

Of course, private schools have often been a threat
especially in the past decade. Parents no matter how
economically weak they maybe if they have a will to
educate their child, they do everything to send them
to a private school which provides better facilities

and greater exposure.

When I talked about RTE to parents, there was little
knowledge about it among them. Principal of
Rabindranath Higher Secondary School says that,
they had a parents’ gathering after the coming of
RTE in which they were explained about the Act.
However, that was one time gathering and did not

yield much. Schools often have parents’ teacher
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meetings but the initiation on the guardians’ part is
scanty. There is little cooperation from the side of
theguardian. Often they do not make it for the
meeting or send someone like a young sister or aged
hardly = understands the

grandmother  who

curriculum.

When asked about the inspection, there are hardly
any inspections on part of the government about the
the The

implementation and monitoring of RTE is very few.

running  condition  of schools.
In fact, in some cases they did not even have
inspectors due to vacancy in the post. Schools often
are in rural areas where cars do not each up to the
school so teachers grieved about inspectors doing the
rounds just in schools on the wayside and do not

bother to come to the interiors.

The provision about 2 schools not being within the
distance of 1km was not followed in some areas.
Also some children walk for almost 45mins every
day to get to school. This is primarily because of lack
of transport facility.They do not attend the nearest
primary schools even if available because of the

quality of teaching.

Majority of primary schools did not have electricity
and little had computer facilities. Parents’ main
demand was for electricity and the facility of
computer. Apart from that, they are quite happy
about the running of the school and since most of the
students are first time learners their parents lack
knowledge. However, the teachers say that the
younger parents at least have minimum education, so
they help children at home, send them neatly to

school and encourage their education.

Most of them had proper functioning toilets, separate
for boys and girls, drinking water facility. Kitchen
shed of almost all the schools were good and running.
However, children wanted variety in food. Some
also had library or some sort of extra reading facility

but again the books were in dilapidated state.



Teacher absenteeism was not a problem but due to

vacancies a teacher often has to take several classes.

Before ending this, I would like to appreciate some
of the dedicated work of the teachers and principals
in a few schools. In spite of what the status of the
district is like, the lack of funds, the delay in funds,
lack of proper infrastructure, the socio-economic
condition of the area, they have left no stone
unturned to educate and give quality education to
their pupil. While in some school’s children of class
6 could not read well in some schools they were
fluent with their vernacular as well as English
Language. The teachers in few primary schools even
had rhymes in their smart phones which they taught
to the children. Teachers are often qualified and
trained and had various non-traditional methods of
teaching. Parents were happy about changes in the
school, their children being taught lessons like in

nursery school and the discipline they learn.

IV. CONCLUSION

The above findings show the status of education in
rural areas in Ghazipur. Though many would want
to send their children to a public school because of
the facilities provided and the free of cost education,
the majority would still prefer to send them to a
private school if they have the means. This, primarily
is because the children get a better exposure at
nursery schools, has better infrastructure, better

facilities like sports, computer, etc.

Also we see that Ghazipurand its rural areas largely
suffer from socio economic problems where the
parents are not encouraging enough towards their
candidates. The economic condition of the familyhas
had a very negative impact on the education system
in the Ghazipur district. We can say that the public
education has become stagnant or come to a halt if

not declined.
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Right to Free and Compulsory education of course
has had its own positive impact as well. Like giving
mid-day meal to children has encouraged and helped
children learn better. An Ex-Principal of a Higher
Secondary narrated a story of how children often
came to school without having a meal or just a yam
or so. It has also helped girls receive education and

helped empower them to greater extent.

Due to no detention policy of RTE, the rate of
dropouts has been less but this does not mean we
have a literate citizen. What is often seen is a child
reading in class eight is unable to read lessons from a
book from class five syllabus. Therefore we should
not go by literally by the quantity or the number of
pupils getting enrolled or passing out from a public
school. What should be more emphasised upon is the
quality of education received and how much literate

that child actually is in the real sense.

One of the major problems in Ghazipur was the
migration of the students along with their parents for
a better living to bigger cities. So to tackle this
problem hostel facilities could be provided at a

minimal rate to these students.

Apart from the numerical data what is important is
the assessment of the quality of the education
received by children. Education should not be only
in numbers and data or else we will fail the objective
of achieving 100% literacy rate or at least the

primary education.

Recruitment of trained teachers, more fund for
infrastructure, transport facilities, proper monitoring
of the

programmes

implementation of various government

and schemes, restoration of the
Panchayati Raj system, inspection of schools and
general awareness of education will go a long way in
making Ghazipur a truly and a 100% literate district

in the real sense.



Therefore, we must know that basic education is
catalyst to social change. An illiterate person is
certainly less equipped to take part whether

successfully in modern economy or political
activities. Basic education is widely perceived by
members of socially and economically disadvantaged
groups of people as the most promising means of
upward mobility. An educated person is better
equipped to overcome the marginalization in a
modern society and it is in this sense education is
considered as an instrument of empowerment. RTE
act is source of national pride and offers
unprecedented opportunities. It is challenge but with
resources and political will, it is not an impossible

task.

New Economic policy which was implemented in
India in 1991 includes Liberalization, Privatization
and Globalization. Liberalization means freeing the
economic activities and business from unnecessary
bureaucratic and other controls imported by the
governments. Globalization means flow of capital,
flow of technology, movement of labour, free
movement of goods and services among countries.
Privatization or disinvestment means selling the govt.
sector private

owned public enterprises  to
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industrialists and opening the govt. operating sectors

for private investment.

Poverty,  unemployment, starvation,
dominating in the society. There was greater
emphasizes on Social Justice and development. But
neither Social Justice nor the development was
possible without change in the "Socio-Cultural
Fabric". Therefore, if the new policies are to be
implemented, one of the first tasks would be to
educate the people and the ruling elite that the
economic and political restructing requires
restructuring of the traditional values and behaviour
in all the fields. After keeping in mind the
importance of education, the Indian govt. through its
Eighty-sixth Amendment in 2002 made democracy
education a fundamental right by inserting Article
21A in Indian Constitution, which says that "the
state shall provide free and compulsory education to
all the children of the age of six to fourteen years in
such manner as the state may, by law, determine".
(Govt. of India [GOI], 2007, p. 11) The policy
changes along with constitutional guarantee for
education have given more scope to critically
evaluate the role of state in educational governance,
in fulfilling the constitutional right to education.

The two themes 'liberalization' and 'education'
combined together, have given a shape to a problem
i.e., the imparts of liberalization on education on
India and the property of such an education policy of

India, for multilinguistic country.

Importance of Education :

The word 'Education’ has three roots in Latin

language
(1) Educatum - to train
(ii) Educere - to draw out inner power
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(iii)  Educare - to bring up.

Thus, Education means drawing out the innate
capacities of the individual to develop his personality
to the full by training or teaching. Education is a
continuous process that starts with life and ends with
death. It is because innate capacities are to restricted
to age. Drever writes "Education is a process in
which and by which knowledge, character and
behaviour of the young are shaped and moulded.
According to Brown, "Education is a consciously
motivating process whereby changes in behaviour
are produced in the person and through the person

within the group."

The responsibilities of the child increases with age.
When he is fully grown up, he needs a job to support
his family. He is also expected to develop a good
social relation with his relatives, neighbours and the
people at large. All these skills are taught to him
through the process of education and he is prepared

to lead a responsible life in the society.

A number of skills and techniques are needed to
perform various types of productive and non-
productive tasks in the society. Such skilled and semi
skilled workers are supplied by formal and non-

formal educational institutes.

In this way it is clear that education plays the most
important role in the life of a child. For being a
country good; its citizens should also be good and
responsible. Education tells him how to exercise
their rights and how to perform the duties.
Education tries to eradicate the unfounded beliefs,
senseless traditions, evil customs and unsound social
practices. In this way it becomes a major reform

process also.

A review of some earlier Sociological studies on
education and globalization
The much spoken economic system emanted out of

globalization, marketization and openness, to be
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of the

economic management all over the world, has posed

followed as the basic economic creed
various questions which require to be answered in
new objective conditions. We have to see the
relationship between the globalized economic system
and education, and a consideration of how this
newly emerged co-relationship acts, whether
positively or negatively, to integrate the society as a
whole, and particularly in the case of weaker section,
who live an economically precarious life. Now we
have to see the views of the functionalist and the

Marxist in each one's probe.

The basic ingredients, which the functionalist views
start with, are to focus on the positive contributions
made by education to the maintenance of the social
system. Accepting the major function of education as
being the transmission of society's norms and values,
the French sociologist Emile Durkheim, maintains
that 'Society can survice osnly if there exists among
its members a sufficient degree of homogeneity;
education perpectuates and re enforces that
homogeneity by finding in the child, from the
beginning, the essential similarities which collective
life demand's. Laying down the importance of school
in a complex industrial society Durkheim comes to a
general conclusion that the roles of schools for
imparting education can never be substituted either

by family or pear groups.

In the final resort Durkheim refers education as a
vital device that teaches individual, in a complex
industrial society, the skill required for him to opt
his future occupation. He says that education in a
complex industrial society has come to clash with the
basic approach with which education in the
globalized society has been designed today. He had
shown his belief in Uniformity of schools and guided
by a single authority. Under globalization state has
the

responsibilities of imparting education and private

gradually been withdrawing itself from

agencies, corporate sectors, etc. are being allowed to

inter in the educational activities. It means that the
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education system, thus controlled will fully negate
the social interest and what it will out and propagate
will be the corporate interests which is obviously
against the common interests of the society as a
whole. Besides it, globalization has turned education
as a profit making sector, organized not to impart
education for social harmony but for profit earning.
it will be becoming more and more a sector which
will be beyond the financial approachability of the

weaker sections of the society.

An another functionalist, Talcott Parsons, deals with
the roles of education, with its imparting agencies
like family and school, plays in socialization process,
schools in Parsons view, act as a bridge between the
family and the society. He advocates that each and
every individual should be given the same situation
in class rooms and to allow them to compete in
examination on equal terms. However, what Parsons
attaches as a role to be played by education in social
restructuring of human society appears to be an
imaginary views. The value which education imparts
among its taught is never a value of a society but the
value of the ruling elites, the governing class which
plans to teach the younger generation for its
submission to the ideology of the rulling class. But in
the modern society, privately owned educational
institutions and imparting education against heavy
monetary payment always debars weaker section
from being properly educated and to avail equal
opportunities for attainment of education. In Indian
context, the deprivation of Dalits from educational
opportunities has been crused mainly due to

economic reasons more than any other factors.

Besides the functional view, there is a liberal view an

education which summarises education as

"Education fosters personal development and self-
fulfilment. this view examines what roles education
can and should play in a modern democratic society.
There is a strong and close relationship between
educational qualification and occupational status of

individuals. As the educational attainmet of the
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worker rises, their bargaining power in the labour
market rises correspondingly, which also raise their

wages.

In the Marxist view education has been placed as an
infrastructure like social and economy, which fully
correspond to the basic structure of society that is
the relation of production. Being an infrastructure
the educational system of a society responses to the
ideology of the rulling class and therefore, its
evaluation requires to be made in context of the links
between power and education system of the said
society, the ideology that the education system
preaches and the relation of production under which
the work of imparting education is accomplished.
French sociologist Louis Althusser, who infers that
education in the Marxist thoretical percinct is an
which the

production and serves the interest of the ruling class.

infrastructure reflects relation of
He argues that in the capitalist society, reproduction

of labour power involves two process Viz
reproduction of skills, necessary for an efficient
labour force and second, the reproduction of ruling
class ideology and socialization of workers in terms

of it.

In Bowles and Gintis concept we find a postulation
that Marxism has propounded in its theory of "Base
and Structure". Capitalism being the base; the
education system of America, as a superstructure of
that base, serves the economic requirements of the
capitalists Americal Society. Inequality in availing
opportunities, creation of individuals personality
trait to correspond positively to accelerate the
process of exploitation and to justify it etc. are the
basic ingredients of education. Bowles and Gintis
concept of education is a real replica of the education
system in capitalist economy and it is what
globalization imposes upon the world masses-an
education system that will reproduce work force
steeled in the ideology of imperialism without earing

for the education to the economically weaker people.
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R. Roy and V.B. Singh have attended to locate how
the system of education has accelerated a process
whereby an elite class has emerged from amongst
Dalits. In no way the work can be said to have been
novel attempt because the elite class in Harijans /
Dalits encompasses those section of Dalits whose
economic conditions were commendably raised in
independent India during to their specific position in
social and economic stratification due to availing by
them special facilities provided to Dalit masses in the
constitution of India. There emergence of an elite
class from amongst the traditionally oppossed
Harijans, leaving the bulck of their population in
miseries, social and economic both, can not be
regarded as a satisfactory development process. Such
aspects of the problem are required to be investigated

into, have been totally been left in the work.

Thus, on the basis of above discussions, we can say
that, the education system, in globalized economy, is
being moulded in a manner which could deprive the
poorer section from attainment of higher and
technical education. Privatization of educational
institutions and heavy fee charged for imparting
education are tactical lines of action that globalized
economy has adopted. to educate poorer section of
people, education must be under state control and

privatization must be stopped.

Socio-economic condition of the respondents

In dealing with the socio-economic condition of the
respondents the paper has relied mostly on the data
and information collected through the personal
interviews of the respondents from various areas of

socio-economic condition of the respondents the

variable, constituted on the basis information
obtained herein, have covered mainly the details on
the near such as respondents age, education, caste,
occupation, types of family, number of earning
members, number of unemployed persons, monthly

income and other such details which are related to
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the exposure of respondent's social and economic

conditions.

All the respondent's families are found to have the
elders persons as familities heads. This social
tradition of occupying the seat of family-head by the
elder person has yet been followed by the most of
the families. Out of 310 respondents 16.12% do not
have any education, 54.83% are literates without
having any educational certificates, 22.58% having
matriculate, 3.22%, having graduation and post

graduation.

How much privatization of education will affect
these families has been clearly examined, out of 310
respondents, 250 (80.64%) respondents are sending
their children in govt. schools and 60 respondents
ie., (19.35%) sending in private schools. The high
tution fees and other expenses incurred on the
education in the privately owned schools have gone
beyond their financial approach ability and it is
exactly what that has compelled the families to opt
govt. schools for their children's education knowing

all the deficiencies the govt. schools have today.

When the data on income scores of the respondents
are examined on the present price index, and in
terms of purchasing capabilities, there would be
found hardly a few families with 5 members each as
its components, which can provide that calorie
intake that has been decided by the U.N. Report as
back in 1989. The respondents are also studied on the
other basis of other socio-economic conditions

which are mentioned earlier.

II. SUMMARY AND CONCLUSION

The problem, as it has sprung up under the so-called
structural re-adjustment programmes, has given
birth to severe polemic among the social scientist,
some of them favouring it as an inevitable panacea
for removal of all ills, economic, social, educational,

cultural and other alike. On the other brink there are
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opponents of liberalization who accuse it as in
economic gimmick on the part of imperialism which
has designed to shift its economic crisis arisen out of
developing contradiction between the social forces of
production and the relatin of production in
imperialist countries, the conceptualized themes of
liberalization = have been focused through
marketization, openness of economy, allowance of
unrestricted inflow of foreign capital, etc. Education,
being a service sector, is going to be affected by the
liberalization policy of the govt. of India, which, in
name of fiscal arrangement, has gradually been
reducing govt expenses on education and opening
the secotr for private investors. Liberalization has
started a new trend in the education impartation
work and that is commoditization of education and
its sale and purchase through market mechanism.
The paper has investigated into its impacts on the
economically depressed people and in its findings has
recorded its multi-dimensional imparts on the poor
people.

The study inferred that the adoption by the
govt. of India of the policy of liberalization, the
constitutional provision for free and compulsory
education to all the children up to the age of 14 yrs
has lost its significance. Education has assumed the
character of class education whether the concerns to
teach and educate economically depressed mases has
become a myth, of no body concerns, and it is
exactly what the education policy of present day
Indian has been striving to achieve. The impacts of
liberalization on the education of the downtrodden
masses have been analysed under this theoretical
periphery. In dealing with the review of past
literatures the study has paid adequate attention to
analyse the literatures into their theoretical frames
which they opted in course of their explanation and
analysis. the study has paid more attention to two
schools of theories viz. the functionalist theory and

the Marxist theory.

In the analysis of data collected through interviews

certain very much alarming facts have been received.
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Most of the families heads are in the age group
between 31 yrs to 40 years, which indicates that the
longevity of life among the economically weaker
people is shorter than the general masses of other
section. That may be caused due to malnutrition, ill
health, use of alchohol, and others. Although this
collective does not lag far behind than general
population in literacy rate but the rate of higher
education among them is very low, extremely lower
than the average rate among general population.
More thn 80% of the respondents are sending their
children to the govt. school. This figure is an
indication that closer of govt. schools and full
privatization of edcucation would bring to them
menancing affects on their children's education.
Among the economically weaker section of people
residing at Patna the colossal majority is of the
backward scheduled

combined. The percentage of upper caste people

castes and caste people

among them is in microscopic minority.
Privatization of education would, thus, affect these
two segments of the population most severely. The
huge majority of them are self-employed persons,
like patty shopkeepers, rickshaw pullers, daily wage
earners, etc and majority of them are leading a life of
nucleus family life with their meager income ranging
around Rs. 1000 to Rs. 5000 p.m. Privatization of
schooling system would definitely take education of
children

approachabilities.

The total numbers of children who are under the
school going age in all the 310 families are 950, of
which 400 are girls child 550 male child. The
educational profiles of these families show that there
is less than 50%

children to schools and more than 50% families

families which send their all

which send some of their children to schools and
mostly male child. 3.22% of them do not send their
children to school at all. The drop-out cases at every
class from lower to higher was observed. Barring a
few families most of these families pay a meager

amount as fee or tution fee for educatin of their
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children. Similarly, barring a few families majority of
them, nearly two-third of them, do not afford private
tution for their children and depend exclusively on
what has been taught in school. Even a few families,
which send their children to private coaching, their
payment for that is so meager that the standard of
low teaching appears to be evident. In govt. schools
as the salaries given to newly appointed teachers was
so low that the quality of teaching was affected, their
extent of job satisfaction was also very low, which

ultimately affected their teaching standard.

The findings above are explict examples that the
downtrodden masses, although not fully equipped
with the concepts of liberalization, globalization,
marketization and privatization of education, are
opposed to the policy of privatization of education.
Their opinions are based on their actual experiences
of their lives; which have taught them about severe
imparts on their children's education would
necessarily be an imposition upon the poor people
who would definitely encounter it with collective

voice.

III. CONCLUSION

The null hypothesis was rejected, and the study
hypothesis was accepted. This result indicated that
the documentary film is effective positively, and
successfully in increasing khat risk’ awareness among
the study participants.

Historical-Background: It is believed that a noted
saint Augustaya cursed to king Nahus in Treta Yug.
Due to cursing, the king Nahus became a snake.
Later on he began to live near the Kakolat fall. While
Pandavas came during the hidden period near the
fall they got free him from the cursing of saint
Augustaya (Nanda — 2010). The king proclaimed that
any person who bathed in the fall would never be
reborn as a snake. The forest was mentioned in
Mahabhart as Kamyak, perhaps it has been the
Kakolat fall forest area. Here, a long week fair is held
on the auspicious occasion of Chait Sankanti, wchich
is known as Baisakhi or Bisua Sankranti(Sahu-2007).
A large number of people from all over India come to
the fall for picnic. Firstly Buchanan discovered the
ddwaterfall in 1811 A.D. It was dvery dangerous for
tourists who wanted to take bath in the pool of
Kakolat fall. According to Buchanan-2013), In 1995,

the goverment converted it into swimming pool.
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Later on, the State Goverment inaugurated kakolat
Mahotsava on the occasion of Satriyani Mela in 1997.
There is a Shiv temple near the fall. Some rooms

have been built for tourist There.

Status of Kakolat fall tourist spot at boarder space
time scale: At present, Kakolat fall attracts local
tourists only. It cannot develop a regional tourist
centre remaining in isolation. Nawada district, the
drought as well as naxal infested region has o
significance in tourism map of the nation. Sarvodya
Ashram in Kauakole, Gonawa templed and Nakaur in
Nawada, Sringa peak in Rajauli, Vishnu temple in
Aphsaur and bodh vihar in Dariyapur- Parbati are
the important tourist sites of the district.

Kakolat waterfall is one of the best natural beauty
sites of Bihar. Pawapuri, Rajgir and Nalanda are also
situated within 45 Km radius. Tourists can travel
there on the basis of development, safety and
accessibility. Aforesaid places are closely related to
Buddhist and Jain circuit. These centres are known
as Golden Triangle of Bihar Tourism. Besides them,
Sarvodaya ashram of Koakole block, Rajgir wild life
sanctuary and Jain temple of Gonawan are also the

tourist attractive centres of the region.

Problems of Kakolat fall: The waterfall has immense
scope of development of tourism in the region. But
even the infra-structure of tourism has not been
developed there. The fall comes under naxal hit area.
The road leading to Kakolat from Thali is very
precarious condition. There is no any police picket or
police Station. Even, the availability of hotel,
shopping centre and other recreational centres are
not there. In this situation, how can be tourisms
industry developed there? The main problems of the

waterfall are as follows-
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1.  The road leading to the Kakolat fall is very
precarious condition.

2. The surrounding of the waterfall is naxal
infested area.

3.  There is no any hotel and restaurant where the

tourist can live and enjoy.

4.  The settlement area is 2Km away from
waterfall.
5. Hospital, police station, electricity and other

facilities are not there.
6. The stairs leading to fall is in broken
conditions.
Regarding the problems of Kakolat fall, some
questions have been asked to tourists on the occasion
of Bisua Mela by questionnaire. Information related

problems gathered views of tourists are given below:-

Precarious conditions of stairs leading to Kakolat fall:

It is obviously clear that infra-structure of tourism is
the main hurdle of the fall development.42% tourist
complaint about the hotels. Second problem is
naxalism of the region. 32 per cent visitors state that
extremism of left wind is dangerous for the
development of fall region. Thirdly, Insecurity is the
third important problems of the fall area. About 12
per cent tourist feel insecurity during the journey. 14
per cent tourists accepted the lack of accessibility
like

communication. In nut shell, it can be said that

roadways, railways and means of

tourism infra-structure is not there.

Solution and Conclusion of Kakolat fall: No doubt,
Kakolat is da beautiful waterfall and one of the most

visited site in Bihar. But lack of infra — structure such
as electricity. Road hospital, security and hotel
tourists do not like to visit there. Actually it comes
under naxal hit area. So everybody feel unsafe there.

The following steps should be taken for the

development of the region:-

1.  The road which leads to the fall should be
repaired as far as possible.

2. The Police station should be set up for safety to
tourists.

3. Tourism facilities should be developed there,
unless tourists cannot move freely in the
region.

4. Local people and the government wing should
take essential steps for the ailments of the fall
and infra-structure of the tourism.

5. Hotel and hospitals are essentials for the
development of the region. So, these facilities
should be available there.

6.  The step should be implemented for Kakolat
fall on the national as well as international
tourism map.

7.  Para-military base should be camped there for
the security of the tourists.

8.  Green Hunt Operation should be launched
there for cradication of naxalism from the
region.

9.  Settlement should be started there under the

scheme of indira Ayas Yojna near the fall area.
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If the state Government sorts out the problems then
the tourism scenario may be changed. A day will
come then Kakolat will convert as a tourist hub of
Bihar.
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ABSTRACT

The popularity of foreign movie among youth has increasing. Hollywood movies, Korean, Japanese, Chinese
movies etc are dubbed in local language, are indication of glocalisation of culture. Many festivals which are
celebrated in foreign countries like Mother’s day, Father’s day, Friendship day are also celebrated in India. It
has also affected marriage , marriage is considered bonding of two souls and bond of whole life, but now days
it is becoming more professional and contractual in nature. It has severely impacted institution of marriage.
On the other hand globalisation has strengthened the Indian culture. Popularity of Yoga among foreigners,
celebrations of yoga day on 5% June ,popularity of Art of living, International society for Krishna
consciousness (ISKON) among foreigners are indication of revival of Indian culture. A large number of
foreigner tourists attend Mahakumbh Mela in India, cultural tour have been increased. Globalisation has led
to changes in Indian culture. In one line we can say that it has negatively affected Indian culture at same time

it has also strengthened and revived the popularity of Indian culture.

IMPACT OF GLOBALISATION ON WOMEN IN INDIA

Globalisation has affected different group of women of different region differently. Globalisation has also
positive and negative impacts on women. It has created many new opportunities for women. On the other
hand it has taken away high salaried job from women and has indirectly forced women to do low salaried
jobs . UNDF has observed that in last twenty years globalisation has increased inequality within and among
countries .Many big foreign and multi national companies have entered Indian market ,it has created new job
opportunities for women. Job gave women a sense of economic security and independence in taking many
decision by self in this patriarchal societies. It has opened door for women to come out from their home for
jobs. Women have come to know many new innovative ideas which are helping them in making self
reliant .They have formed many self help groups to earn money. Globalisation has increased literacy rate of

women because women are earning so they are affording to send their children to school particularly to girl
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child, earlier a large section of families of lower middle class did not pay attention for girls’ education. It has
also increased the women’s movement and many new emerging issues related to women. Women got
opportunities for their skill development through many vocational training and programme run by NGOs and
private organisations. Now marriage of women in the same caste has less importance, in many cases women
themselves are choosing their life partners . Due to financially independent it has changed the mindset of
people in this patriarchal societies that women are liability of the family and societies .Globalisation also has
negative impact on women, it has increased the job opportunities for women but it is low salaried job in
nature and mostly in informal sector. women have double burden of load because a working women along
with job, they also have to manage domestic responsibilities. Women are being exploited at workplace, cases
of sexual harassment of women at workplace have been increased. Commodification of women have
increased prostitution, abusing ,dowry related death of women are on rise. Private Companies have adopted
hire and fire culture for recruiting the job. At the time of economic crisis working women are the worst

sufferer of this hire and fire policies of companies.

IMPACT OF GLOBALISATION ON FAMILY

Traditionally Indian family was joint family. Globalisation has changed the family structure of Indian
societies. Now, number of nuclear family is increasing ,importance of individualism is growing. Due to
mobility of younger generation for education and in search of job opportunities have weakened the family
relations. It has weakened the joint family . Due to working of women , there is decrease in time of caring of
aged within families. In joint families mostly all senior member of families altogether used to take decisions
on important issues, but in nuclear family individual ,generally husband-wife take all decisions. Joint family
easily faced adverse situation in family with the help of many family members, in nuclear families they are
not able to easily handle adverse situation, some times it lead to disintegration of nuclear families like issue of
talaq are increasing, It may adversely affect the children of that families. Choosing of bride or bridegroom
were done by family members ,and generally marriage was taken through arranged marriage. Now, in many
cases younger generation are choosing their life partner by themselves through many matrimonial websites.
Now there is distribution of power in family ,earlier all important decisions of family were taken by male
member of family like father or grandfather but this power relations are changing in patriarchal families,
mow many important decisions are taken by the bread winner of family. There is less interaction between
children and parents particularly when son or daughter are working in Night shift in BPO and call centres,
when parents return to home after job their children are about to go for job, this has greatly hampered the
socialisation of children and it also leads to some behavioural impact on children. Globalisation has weakened
the family bond values and norms of a traditional Indian family. Tenchlogogy has played some positive role

in family by giving connectivity to extended family relations, they can be in regular touch among them.

IMPACT OF GLOBALISATION ON CASTE SYSTEM

Globalisation has weakened the very basic idea of caste that is concept of purity and pollution, hierarchy of

caste and division of labour. Globalisation has widen the economic opportunities , and increased the literacy
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rate ,and opened t many new and liberal ideas. Inter caste marriages are taking place, interaction among
people have been increased this has lead to decrease in caste prejudice among different caste group against
each other. Globalisation has led to increase the rate of urbanisation, in urban area there is value of skills not
caste of people. By all these means globalisation has impacted the caste, still caste is an important integral

feature of Indian societies.

IMPACT OF GLOBALISATION ON EMPLOYMENT IN INDIA

Globalisation has impacted employment in liberalised and privatised economy through import and export
intensive, large investment of FDI in market .All these has lead to higher growth of Indian
economy .Globalisation has limited the role of labour’s union and increased informal contractual work and
adoption of hire and fire policies by companies. Globalisation has led to increase the employment rate, but
only in few sector like service sector of Inda. Real wage rates has been increased . There is increased mobility
in work force, now labour goes to across international boundaries. There is increased demand of unskilled
and semi-skilled labour force in Middle—east. There has been increased in growth of service sector companies,
exports of software and Business Process Outsourcing (BPO). All these, have increased the job opportunities
in India. Globalisation has also negatively impacted employment and its nature in India. It has increased
income inequalities among people of India. Globalisation has increased uneven economic development of
regions in India. Workforce has been shifted from full-time permanent job to casual and contractual positins.
Feminization of workforce has increased particularly in agriculture sector. In rural economy participation of

child labours have increased.

IMPACT OF GLOBALISATION ON INDIAN AGRICULTURE

Globalisation has given greater access to technologies in agriculture, high yield varieties seed, genetically
modified crops and micro irrigation techniques. There is increase in foreign Direct Investment in contract
farming, food processing industries and cold storage etc. Globalisation has improved the quantity of food
productivity along with quality. It has made our farmers to understand the mechanism and nature of
agriculture production and strategy for market mechanism to reach out and compete in global market.
Globalisation has also helped to change agricultural pattern and attitude towards new technologies. It has
also negative impact on Indian agriculture. Entry of multi-national companies in agricultural market have
created their monopoly up to a certain extent over high yielding varieties seeds ,fertilizers and pesticides. It
has increased the production of cash crop like cotton ,it can make unsustainable cropping practices for small
land holding farmers. Dependence of farmers on Multinational Companies for high yielding seeds resulted in
farmers’ losing touch with indigenous seeds and methods of traditional farming. It has changed in food habit

of people. There is increased in consumption nutritious food among people.
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IMPACT OF GLOBALISATION ON ENVIRONMENT

Globalisation has increased purchasing power capacity of people. This has increased consumerism, increased
consumerism lead to increase in production of products, which creates burden on environment. Increased
number of transportation for raw materials consumes more fuel, this lead increased in pollution and pressure
over non-renewable sources of energy. Increased consumerism nature led to a large number of establishment
of industries and its industrial waste has polluted waters which has killed underwater organisms and it
disturbs the ecology of river and marine bodies. Due to environment degradation there is loss of bio-diversity,

number of exotic species are increasing, rate of exhaustion of natural resources is increasing etc.

IMPACT OF GLOBALISATION ON MEDIA

Circulation of print media has grown in era of globalisation. A large number of magazine has also increased.
Number of local language newspaper are increasing. One reason for this is increasing literacy rate ,other
reason is need of literate migrated people in small town and semi urban areas. Number of television channel
have increased .Number of public debate on news channel are increasing every year. Community radio

channels have also grown, almost every cities of India has FM Radio channel.

CONCLUSION

Globalisation has showed its both positive and negative aspect on all aspects of Indian societies, the debate is
continue among advocate of globalisation and those who oppose it. All aspects of Indian societies have been
impacted by globalisation like caste, family, marriage, culture and religion, youth, employment, industries
informal economies, media, agriculture, media, environment etc. In era of globalisation we have to be careful
against its negative impact. We have to understand that globalisation is a double edged sword. Excessive

impact of globalisation may be harmful, so we have judiciously use the positive aspect of globalisation.

The foreign policy of India has come to be
identified with his personality. Pt. Nehru, influenced deeply the direction of India’s foreign policy. The major
objectives of his policy were friendship with every nation. Attachment to no block, sympathy with struggle
for freedom and opposition to social discrimination everywhere. He not only made his country strong and self
sufficient but wanted to develop good and friendly relation with neighboring countries and super powers of

that time.

Pt Nehru have India a foreign policy with an attractive baggage of theory, idealism, ideology and
practice. As Michael Brecher rightly remarked that Nehru was “The Philosopher, the Architect, The Engineer
and the voice of his country’s policy towards the outside world. The credit of formations of the foreign policy
of free India and even before that of the Indian National Congress goes to him. Nehru said we proposed to
look after India’s interest in the context of world corporation and world peace in so far as world peach can be

preserved.”!

Hence the foreign policy of India has come to be identified with the personality of Nehru himself.
Undoubtedly, It is true that the personal complexes and use of Pt. Nehru influenced deeply the direction of
Indian foreign policy. But It is also true that the policy as modelled by Nehru was a policy inherent in the
circumstances in which India found herself inherent in its past thinking and mental outlook and inherent in

the manner in which the freedom struggle conditioned the Indian mind.

The major objectives of India’s foreign policy were friendship with every nation, attachment to
no block, sympathy with struggle for freedom and opposition to social discrimination everywhere. The
difficult position in which India found herself after independence, the necessity of obtaining assistance from
abroad to meet her economic needs, the need of peace for social and economic reconstruction of the county,
led India to adopt non-alignment and the pursuit of peace as the cardinal features of her foreign policy. Other
objectives were the removal of the root causes of war by championing the liberation of the subject people,
elimination of racial discrimination, illiteracy, want and disease. In order to fulfill these objectives, India felt

it must give support to the United Nations and adopt an independent foreign policy.
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The principles which form the basis of India’s foreign policy today laid down by Nehru. These
principles are: non-alignment on avoiding entanglement in military alliances, promotion of world peace, and
maintaining friendly relations with all countries or peaceful co-existence abolition of imperialism,
colonialism and racial inequality and faith in the United Nations. An important element of Nehru’s overall
understanding consisted of the importance, he attached to the international role that independent India
would play by setting an example of ‘Nationalism’ trumping over colonialism to those part of world still
under the yoke of foreign rule, working for the world by following a policy of equidistance between
contending ideological system and politically and diplomatically interviewing in tension spots and when the
occasion demanded.

“Entirely laudable as these aims, Nehru general international orientation was flowed in three
essential respect. His ambition for India was not matched by a fresh understanding of the needs of diplomacy
of condition under which a new comer (such as India) on the international stage facing numerous problems
on the domestic, political and economic front would be compelled to play its part in a world dominated by
the military power and strategic interest of ideological titans. Nor did he fully appreciate the especially
sensitive position that India occupied in South Asia as a regional power. Surrounded by much smaller and

weaker neighbours.”

“India, one of the oldest civilisation and world’s second largest democracy has always been
enabled to acquire its proper place in international arena. As a matter of fact, domestic problems, lack of unity
and cohesion, stability, poor economy, communalism, casteism are not allowing the Indian leaders to play an
effective role in the international arena and their inapt handling of the foreign policy issues particularly in
the post-cold war era has made India’s path quite difficult. The collapse of the two pillars of India’s foreign
policy in the form of non-alignment and close ties and friendship with the former Soviet Union have added to
her problems and in the absence of a good foreign policy strategy, India has been grouping in the dark. The
confusion and continued enmity with Pakistan and lack of understanding with the US has enhanced her
miseries particularly in the aftermath of the declaration of war on terrorism by the United States of

America.”

“The decline of Nehru in his personality cult as well as in the political stature was one of the
most marked and perhaps saddest consequences of the border war, China’s anti Indian attitude appeared to
flow from its general analysis of the international situation and reflected the aims and assumptions

understanding its foreign policy as a whole.”

On 18®* December, 1956, Nehru said, “we endeavour to maintain friendly relations with all
countries even though we may disagree with them in their policies or structure of government, we think that
by his approach we can serve not only our country but also larger cause of peace and friendship in the

world.”

Nehru not only made his country strong and self sufficient but wanted to develop good and

friendly relations with the neighbouring countries and the superpowers of that time USA and USSR. He knew
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well that to build a strong nation required the help of all. It was his blind trust of China and subsequent
betrayal that broke him. Nehru was the one who introduced Chou En Lai in Bandung conference, where
China was invited as an observer country in NAM. It was again India who supported China’s admission to the
United Nations. Nehru had full faith in the China fraternity, but it proved hollow when China attacked India
in 1962.

Nehru condemned mutual criticism, allegation and accusation and other detrimental factors
which could affect mutual relationship. He laid emphasis on tolerance and his policy was based on the motto
“Love begets love and hatred begets hatred”. Perhaps it was this policy by which he wanted to win over the
world- the policy of non-alignment is based upon principles of abolition of imperialism, colonialism and

racial inequality. A policy of peace and friendship with all nations. Nehru was a man of peace.

The sad part of his life was the setback he got from the Chinese invasion in 1962 and his policy of
non -alignment was criticised because it had failed to save India from war. He accepted his mistake for
devoting more attention towards economic growth rather than defence. When the Chinese invaded India and
the situation become bad, he appealed to the world for military help. What really pained Nehru most was

when people put up the question ‘who after Nehru’.

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru being the first Prime Minister of free India, stood like a rock for seventeen
years and played a signification role in nation-building. He was a man of multi-dimensional qualities. He was
undoubtedly the ultimate choice of the Mahatma Gandhi. Nehru a man of vision worked tirelessly for
seventeen years to make India with eagle wings to soar high above all nations. A man of peace, the maker of
modern India- that was Pt. Nehru. The only red rose which bloomed in India each petal full of sweet scent.
The peacemaker of India and world leader with a policy of non-alignment, he was truly a son of India and the

maker of ‘Modern India’.
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Abstract - This article examines how do the national policies and international programmes reach the
beneficiaries through mediators, who use local idioms to convey the message in the process. And how does
this happen in case of policy initiatives in India in regard to programme related to the lowest section of
society viz. the sweepers in a medical institution in an urban setting. Modern agencies such as the state,
political parties, social workers, urbanization and medical institution expected to remove the poverty are
having little impact on the aspirations and life styles of the sweepers, whereas family and kinship are found to
be more effective in this regard. The traditional occupation is now a salaried occupation with a sense of
security. They live in the campus of a medical college, and interact with doctor's families providing domestic
assistance with a few running small shops along with. These changes have, to an extent, reduced
untouchability, and their compact living under the helping scheme in medical college campus helps in
developing caste and neighbourhood ties among different groups. Parents and caste leaders take decisions
regarding socialization of their children who are discouraged to continue schooling in spite of scholarships
available, and utilize all their links to get the children traditional job in a salaried position. This is how the
traditional institutions mediate between the beneficiary and the state, thereby using the state policy
framework selectively for their own transition in a modem institutional framework. For the analysis, data

from 64 families have been collected.

1881: 154n). Even though the term Valmiki provides

a somewhat ambiguous identity (Satish Saberwal,
1976: 51-67).

Many terms have been used for this category in
the earlier literature, such as antyaja, panchama and
chandala, but it is difficult to say whether all of
them have exactly the same referent. The English
work most commonly used in untouchable,
although many find it unacceptable because of the
odium attached to it (Beteille, 1969).

The expression "Depressed classes" and exterior
castes were commonly used prior to 1930 but since
the passage of the Government of India Act of 1935
referred to as

they have been consistently
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"Scheduled castes". The definition of the Scheduled
Castes is an important area which is the base of
categorizing a community or communities as
Scheduled Castes. The term Scheduled Castes have
been defined in the Article 366(24), 341 and 366 (25)
and 342 which are reproduced as under.

Article 366(24) "Scheduled Castes" means such
castes, races or tribe or pairs or groups within such
castes, races or tribes as are deemed under Article to
be "Scheduled Castes" for the purpose of the
Constitution of India (Somawat, 2002).

Since the Harijans themselves accept the idea of
untouchability so often, it is said, it is idle to expect
them to force the pace much and in my case they
would advance most when the high castes do not
find this threatening (Saberwal, 1976: 228). The
many untouchable castes in different parts of India
were listed in a separate schedule in this act and this
practice was continued in the constitution of India
promulgated in 1950. The Harijans comprise an
aggregate of many castes, which differ widely from
each other. A few of these, such as the Chamars,
number more than hundred thousand individuals
and are spread over different states of the Indian
union. Others are much smaller in size and more
localized.

The Harijans are not concentrated in any
particular geographical region, but are found in
every state, and practically every district. However,
each region has its characteristic component of
Harijan castes, which are generally different from
those of another. The better-known Harijan castes
include, Palla, Paraiya (Tamil Nadu), Mala, Madiga
(Andhra Pradesh), Mahar (Maharastra), Chamar,
Bhangi, (Punjab, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh and Bihar),
Cheruman, Pulagan (Kerala), Holeya (Mysore), and
Bagdi (West Bengal). The Harijans are concentrated
more in the rural areas, only 10.7 per cent of their

population being classified as urban, as against a
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corresponding figure of 18.0 per cent for the country
as a whole.

The Harijans are becoming integrated into the
lower social strata. Their occupations, incomes and
other indicators of social; standing continue to be
low; correspondingly, their self-esteem carries, for
most. The mark of importance and of inability to
influence the forces which shape their lives (ibid).
The Harijans do not represent any single physical
type, and some of the physical types found among
them are also frequently encountered among the
upper castes. Further* there are enormous regional
variations.

Generally, they speak one of the fourteen
Indian languages of the regions depending upon the
state in which they live in India, linguistic
differences are usually associated with other cultural
differences, and this is as true of the Harijans as of
the upper castes.

The overwhelming majority of Harijans are
engaged in manual work and particularly in
occupations which are held to be onerous. In the
rural areas, they work mainly as agricultural
labourers. But many sestions of them are associated
with a variety of specialized traditional occupations
such as scavenging, leatherwork (including flaying
and tanning) and basketry, etc.

The religious practices of the Harijans are
markedly different from those of the upper castes.
Sanskritic elements occupy a minor position in their
religious system.

The Bhangis are a caste of scavengers and have
a low ritual status. A number of terms are generally
used for then. They are variously known as Halal
Khor, Chuhra, Hari, Mehtra, Lal begi, Hella, Hadi
and Valmiki. In south India, the term thoti or
madiga is generally used for Bhangis (Shyam Lal,
1997: 18-25). ]

Shyam Lal (1997: 18-25) suggests that the name

Bhangi has been interpreted in a number of ways.



Some earlier writers like Crook (1896) believes that
the name 'Bhangi' is derived from Sanskrit root
Bhang (hemp) and Bhangi means addict. A slightly
different version is given by Chauhan (1967: 48).
The Bhangis, according to him, are those who have
been broken away from society and the term is,
therefore, derogatory in meaning.

Other like Gadgil (1952: 94), Issacs (1965: 53)
and Sahay (1975: 4) have tried to trace the origin of
the Bhangi from their traditional business of
removing night soil. Sahay says that Bhangi means
"those who are associated with filthy work like
carrying of night soil. Cleaning of drains and like".
According to Issacs "night soil has traditionally been
the task of untouchables at the bottom of even the
untouchables scale,

The Bhangis do not have any written history,
Their legends and traditions too do not take us very
far. History throws very little light on their origin or
on the development of their community. Bhangis
are a caste of scavengers and have a low ritual status.
The Bhangis, are those who have been broken away
from society and the term is, therefore, derogatory
in meaning. In other words, the Bhangis are those
who are associated with filthy work like carrying of
night soil, cleaning of drains and like.

The Balmikis are divided into various sub castes
and exogamous lineages. Exogamy is the marriage
rules. They observe Hindu rituals on occasions like
birth, mundan, marriage and death. Birth pollution
is also observed. The Valmikis have been associated
with scavenging in the past. Now a good number of
them serve as sweepers in public and private sector.

Traditionally in the process of social
stratification, the Valmikis occupy the low status
and were isolated from education. The low degree of
education among the weaker sections including
Valmikis has attracted the attention of Government
in the Independent India. A number of programmes

were launched but were not up to the mark
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therefore many national and international voluntary

agencies have jumped to initiate particularly
primary education for the welfare of weaker sections.

(DUDA).The population density of the area falling
within the Meerut Municipal Corporation is 7,532
people per sq/km (Census, 2001). A rapid survey of
the area conducted by UHRC in June 2006 revealed
87 additional slums indicating that the slum
population can be as high as 50% of the urban
population (UHRC, 2006).

There are about 110 colonies or mohalla as in
the city. Out of those 110 colonies Valmikies are
living in about 80 colonies. The Mohallas which are

said to be Muslim dominated in those 30 Muslim



dominant colonies the Valmikies do not live. The
largest colonies of Valmikies in the Meerut is
Bhagwat Pura. Population of Valmikies in this is
about 2009.

The smallest colony is said to be the Rang Saaj
Valmikies Bustee where 75 persons belong to 15
families of Valmikies.

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The Sardar Ballabh Bhai Patel Medical College,
which is situated on Garh Road hi Meerut city is a
well known Medical institute. A higher milestone
from Begum Bridge, the hub of Meerut city.

The area of Medical College campus is 3600 Sq.
mtrs. having college, hospital, hostels and staff
quarters green parks. About students are studying in
the Medical College. 50 senior doctors are here.
There are 150 nurses, 750 fourth class employees
144 are out of these 750 which 150 this figure is
verified through a leading employee of scheduled
caste in the Medical College who had this list of
Valmikis caste, working as the sweepers, 5 Valmikis
are ward boys whereas one is working as a clerk.

The residential quarters are categorised into
three types. The third type quarters are allotted to
doctors only. The second type quarters (98) are
allotted to the staff concerned to the classical job,
which first type quarters. Which are 350 in number
are for peons and sweepers. Out of 350, only 64
quarters are allotted to sweepers i.e. Valmikis. In
these 64 quarters, around 507 people are residing.
There is some open place near these quarters. Due to
the population pressure, this land is also occupied by
the Valmikis. They have put up their huts or
Kachcha structures to accommodate some of the
household members.

Indian society is traditionally characterized by
over 3000 castes established Ul hierarchical order
identified along traditional occupation and purity
and pollution in culture. (Ghurye 1998, Dumont
1970). In this scenario the highest and lowest
(bottom) positions in the hierarchy are undisputed.
The priests are on top and sweepers are at the

bottom. The caste pecking order has been disputed




for long in the middle; every middle caste claims or
tries to establish its super ordination over the other.
These groups are divided into two categories - castes
above the line of pollution and those below that line,
both having their own hierarchies.

Robert Deliege opines the untouchables do not
form a homogenous category. As is well known fact
that they are themselves divided into a multitude of
caste, strongly differentiated (1997:65). In the
traditional setting of India Ghurye mentions
restriction on feeding and social intercourse within
the lower groups and their various branches (1988:8).
The main features of caste in traditional India have

been described under six heads.

(1) Segmental division of society;

(2) Hierarchy;

(3) Restrictions on feeding and social intercourse;

(4) Civil and religious disabilities and privileges
among the different sections;

(5) Lack of unrestricted choice of occupation;

(6) Restriction on marriage.

These have been drawn out from the readings
of the

Superintendent and commissioners of census of

Hindu Classics and the writing of
India. These characteristics provide, in a nutshell,
the traditional picture of castes and their placement
in the hierarchical order in India before the British
rule (1977-1947). The introduction if the railways
(1883), during British rule and exports of raw
materials like cotton and jute and imports of finish
products, textile drew attention of several scholars
(1853). Srinivas discusses social change in modem
India under the main heads.

Social movements within the traditional
structure received attention of M.S. A. Rao. Social
movements and Social transformation (1979:2). Such
movements led to the formation of caste associations

and the rise of 'Caste Patriotism' (Ghurye, 1988:406-
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407). Movement for rise in social status through
giving up jobs and practices connected with
impurity  led  Srinivas to  conceptualize
sanskritization as a process (1952). Modernity as a
change in the value system of a traditional society
draws special attention of Yogendra Singh (1996)
Milton Singer (1972). These values form a part of the
constitution of independent India with its preamble
emphasizing in the value of Liberty, Equality,
Fraternity and justice. The search for new value in a
traditional society marks the nature of the
traditional society in India.

A sociological concern is how the lower or
lowliest among the low affected till the process.
Special qualifying provision was made for protective
discrimination in favour of the weaker sections of
society. Article 46 specifically states: "The state shall
promote with special care the educational and
economic interests of the weaker sections of the
people, and in particular, of the scheduled castes and
the scheduled tribes, and shall protect them for
social injustice and all harijans of exploitation". The
caste and tribes have been considered for special
allotment and hence their names are listed in the
schedules to the constitution. It is apparent by now
that a small number of persons belonging to the
different scheduled tastes have benefited from
several provisions of the reservation in education,
employment hi government departments, and
representation the parliament and state legislatures.
These persons have certainly availed themselves of
opportunities to occupy different and in some cases
probably better socioeconomic positions (Nandu
Ram, 1999: 440). In pursuance of this fe- directive,
the state has made it necessary for schools and
colleges to reserve seats according to the proportion
of the population and to give concessions in fees.
State also provided scholarship, reduction hi

minimum qualifications and increased the age limit

in comparison to other non-reserved sections so that



admission can be given for recruitment to jobs in the
state service. The sweepers provide their services to
priest and middle castes in their homes; so the
chances of interactions are fairly high, hence the
opportunity to contact with others are available but
seems to be ineffective hi developing then- status
socially and economically both.

The sweepers are found all over the country
with different names due to regional variations
majority of them are engaged hi traditional
occupation i.e. sweeping and pig rearing. The priest
and sweepers on the line of Jajamani system form
patron-client relationship in both rural and urban
India.

Modem transportation facilitates faster travel
and trade and establishment of new institutions adds
new dimensions to the sources of interaction
between service giving and receiving castes.

New job opportunity was provided several
modem institutions, railways and other government
departments to sweepers. Earlier they were involved
in household cleaning i.e. cleaning of individuals'
toilets and carrying night soil on their head load or
hand driven cart. With the opening of new job
opportunity, the nature of their job shifted from

individual household to office structure provided

new avenues increasing the area of social interaction.

Railways have the largest infrastructure and
network throughout the country. A significant
number of people travel by tram, on an average
hundred people sit in one compartment of the train,
many a times not knowing each other. During the
journey, the need of drinking water and refreshment
provides an opportunity to interact with the fellow
passengers. Water and refreshment is available in all
stations through vendors selling in compartment. A
person satisfies their journey needs without asking
the caste group of fellow passengers and persons
selling the refreshments. It has been observed that

the tobacco chewing persons share betals and
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cigarettes, bidi (local cigarette) with each other
demand match box by fellow passengers in a
common sense. Thus while traveling on the chances
of social interactions are greater cutting across the
caste boundaries.

The present study was conducted in medical
college campus. Sixty-four households of sweepers,
living in the same campus and their interaction with
other community were observed. The males of these
families were working in medical college. The
females of these families provided domestic services
in the officers' colony. These domestic services
including household cleaning, washing cloths and
even cleaning kitchen utensils. Working in these
families, provided ample.

During the course of study, 64 families have
been observed. Most of the members of these
families were employed in government offices as
sweepers. Majority of them were employed in S.V.B.
Patel Medical Hospital, Meerut and their females
were engaged in various kinds of domestic services.
It has been observed that these females were
providing services to the houses of officers who
were either doctors or administrative officers.
Nature of these services were clean and unclean
both. The clean services include from kitchen work
to cloth washing. Kitchen services consist of
cleaning of utensils and working as assistant in
operating the kitchen gadgets such as mixer machine
and oven. Washing cloths involves operating of
washing machine. Unclean jobs like washing the
floor and toilets arc done by other female of the
same family. It is interesting fact to note here that
those who were working in unclean jobs were not
allowed to enter in the kitchen. Those females who
work in the kitchen, work relating to toilet cleaning
is not done in any case. Time to time directions are
given to those females who work in the kitchen for
maintaining cleanliness and also they are supposed

to enter in kitchen for rendering services only after



taking the bath. However, though they along to the
same caste and same family but there is segregation
between the females who work in kitchen and who
work for cleaning diet because social stigma is
attached with this cleaning work.

Interestingly this segregation is
these houses this is not practised. While working in
household jobs these females handle many kitchen
and household modern gadgets. Many of gadgets are
operated during cooking and washing clothes. In
turn, these modern gadgets influence the working of
these females. Due to modernization and
competitive market have given such kind of
condition where all these items are available in
many ranges for every class of consumers. So, lower
ranges items can be bought easily. Market situation
and opportunity of consumption provided a
favourable condition in reaching these items to the
houses of these household job workers.

It has been observed during the course- of study
that every member. The children of these families
not like to go school for attaining the education
though there are many schools including
government, non- government managed. It seems
that nature of job and reservation policy are
significant for not attaining education by the
children belonging this category. The reservation
policy gives a situation where there is no
competition. And the nature of cleaning job (toilet
cleaning and sweeping) is such where they have got
their monopoly. As these jobs are not done by other
sections of the society in any circumstance because
social stigma is attached with this. These two
situations strengthen job security among them. As
rejections it is very common among them that jobs
are secured without any effort and competition.
Though, the income is more and expense is less even
then this section always lives in debit. The case

study of the family indicates that the members of

the studied families were rendering service as
servants to the girl's hostel and as domestic servants.
Unconsumed food stuff of the hostel was given to
him daily. After completing the services while
returning to home this food used consumed by every
member of the family and whatever was left here
unconsumed, used to utilize for feeding their
domestic animals viz. pigs. This sort of feeding
results in healthy pigs. In turn they get handsome
amount after selling the pigs. Because of good
income source, the younger generation of these
families was not eager to work at all as their
necessity was fulfilled easily. So, there is an
emergence of leisure class among the youngster.
Substantial economic situation and ample leisure
time contributed towards watching cinema,
gambling and drinking liquor as a time passing
activity. The reflection of cinema culture can be
observed in day to day life as they dress their styles
and dresses like the style of actors and actresses.
Chewing tobacco and smoking cigarettes have
become part of their life. Drinking liquor and eating
pork on every evening are observable practices of
this section.

However, much sources of income and less
expenditure have not contributed solid economic
base as these, as mentioned above, practices
gradually given a situation where money cannot be
saved and hence, they are reaching in debt situation
is going towards more costly when they have
adopted cinema culture in hosting marriage
ceremonies and also they could not give up their
generations old traditional practices. Hence, the
expenditure has gone to the three/four fold greater
than the actual. Invitation was given to all kin and
kith groups as per the traditional practices but along
with these higher castes persons were also invited.
And the drinking arrangement for the invitees

belonging to higher castes was made separately.



Services of experts non-vegetarian cooks at
higher payments was taken. Dowry system, which is
very common in the region even cutting across the
caste and religious boundaries has been adopted
strongly by community under study. As a matter of
fact, the new changing social condition of marriage
practices has increased the expenses, which has
bearing on the poor economic condition of this
community on the one hand and the adaptation of
watching cinema, television and life style of higher
castes and its maintenance which is an outcome of
continuous social inter course with higher caste
people through rendering domestic services by the
women folk of this community has given a situation
in which the expenses are increasing day by day and
debt
maintenance the adopted life style they started

leading situation  economically.  For
borrowing money from the money lenders, Debt is
gradually became high because of its nature that
whatever they earn is given to the money lenders in
the form of interests. In this connection during the
course of study it was observed that the course of
study it was observed that the money lenders stood
up at the gates of University for recovering the
interests. So, on the salary, day they become money
less. This is never ending process that leads in debt
increasingly. The desire for fulfill, debt and high
style living attitude have compelled them for
exploring new economics avenues. Hence, while
rendering domestic services, the females of this
community has started sharing beds as additional
source of income. When this fact became open, the
youths of higher class people has started to exploit.
In this regard. The business of black mailing also
came into existence and sexual exploitation is
institutionally in the society. Arrangement was
made for these invites and delicious vegetation food
was served to them. And for their own community
members dinning arrangement was made near the
where liker served.

house and pork were
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Interestingly, both dinning arrangements were
hosted hi the same premise. Marriage function
involves community feast and dowry increasing the
expenditure in a greater degree. In spite of many
economic opportunities they always live in deficit.
The above case suggests that poverty cannot be

eradicated merely with raising the income.

CONCLUSION

We get conclusion:

e  Acquisition of modernized goods including the
electronic and cosmetic items.

e Supplementing of income through additional
resources like domestic assistance to better of
households namely doctors and office workers;
strengthen of traditional occupation of pig
rearing and diversification by a few towards
petty shop keeping.

e In interactions with higher castes and classes
near abolition of untouchability with domestic
assistance reaching the kitchens.

e Abolition of untouchability in the institutional
selling of patient - serving groups.

e An attempt has recently made inviting upper
castes and classes to a dinner in a wedding
ceremony by organizing a separate vegetarian
dinner prepared by castes but funded by the
lowliest group to which guests has no objection.

e Little change has been noticed hi the strength
of structural unit like the kinship, community
living and observers of expensive dinners.

e Patterns of consumption hi daily life remain
connected with the meat liquor considered
impure in the Brahmincal tradition.

e  There has been no change in the aspirations for
the younger generations; educations for vertical

mobility have not appeared either as a practice



or value, even within the campus of higher

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Abstract - This paper attempts to describe the Nehru's views on socio-economic problems in Indian society
and it's effect on speedy growing the economy to cope with other developed and developing counties in the
world. He deeply Associated and effected Indian's struggle for freedom and on the other hand he also opened
new vistas for indian political thinking his sensitive nature offenly affected by human sufferings .This
situation shaped his social and secular life and idea's it is his human outlook ,which has brought him in the
field of humanist philosophy.
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Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru is widely acclaimed as one of the makers of 'Modern India'. He inculcated in himself,
the personalities of an intellectual and a practical political leader. He deeply associated and effected India's
struggle for freedom and on the other hand he also opened new vistas for Indian political thinking. He
belongs to that group of Indian intellectuals who drew their. inspiration mainly from the intellectual currents
of 19th and 20th centuries. Since his upbringing, he developed himself not only as a nationalist but
internationalist also, to serve the larger causes of humanity. He was of sensitive nature the larger causes of
humanity. He was of sensitive nature and often deeply affected by human sufferings. This situation shaped his
social and secular life and ideas. His humanism is essentially an outcome of the contemporary social situation.
He was a brave fighter always stood for the cause of common man. His generous nature revolted against
religious orthodoxy and hypocracy. It is his human outlook, which has brought him in the field of humanist
philosophy.

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru had great faith in man: his power and potentiality of solving human problems depends
on science and reason. "It is the scientific approach and get critical temper of science, the search for the truth
and knowledge, the refusal to accept everything without testing and trial, the capacity to change previous
conclusions in the face of new evidence, the reliance on observed fact and not on preconceived theory, the
hard discipline of the mind - all this necessary, not merely for the application of science but for life and the
solution of its many problems."'1 For Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru "the attitude of science should be a way of life, a
process of thinking, a method of acting and associating with our fellow-man. The science, which man has
invented should become a source of mutual help and co-operation."2 Mainly Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru's
humanism, is really capable of understanding and solving his own problems, his responsibility is greater than
anything in the universe. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru observed that "A growing synthesis between humanism and
scientific spirit. resulting in a kind of scientific humanism."3 He revealed much of his mind and he stated
"the better type of the modern mind is governed by a practical idealism for social betterment. It has discarded

to a large extent the ancient philosophical approach. Their search for ultimate reality, as well as
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devotionalism and mysticism due to the medieval period. Humanity is its good and social service, of his
religion."4 Possessed of a scientific and rational temper, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru always tasked upon science as

an effective instrument for the liberation of man.

1) Nationalism

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru. being an intense nationalist had a clear understanding of the distinctive features of
nationalism. particularity as it existed in the colonial society, was a composite and a living force and it could
make the strongest appeal to the spirit of man. He was conscious of its marits and of its many contributions to
the development of modern civilization. It had all along been a driving force for the freedom and
independence It gave a certain degree of unity, vigor and vitality to many people all over the world. But he
was aware of its limitations too. He believed that the nationalism would be curse, if it was narrow and
fanatical. It could, sometimes make people think only of themselves, of their struggle, of their own misery
and create a fear and suspicion about neighbors. Nationalism would be harmful, if it ever made the people.
conscious of their own superiority. It would be the most undesirable if the spirit of nationalism pushed up
any people towards aggressive expansionism. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru realized that nationalism of the French
revolution showed that every evil."5

Indian nationalism, unlike the western nationalism, was not a product of violence and hatred. Almost thirty
years after the great mutiny; it found its expression in the form of Indian National Congress', and it begun to
grow and develop science than, in a liberal and tolerant atmosphere. When the fascist type of nationalism
raised its head in Europe, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru lost no time to completely differentiate it with Indian
Nationalism - "Nationalism in the East, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru observed. It must be remembered, was
essentially different from the new and terribly narrow nationalism of the fascist countries; the former was the
historical urge to freedom, the later, the last refuge of reaction.”6 From its inception, Indian. nationalism,
proceeded from a wider base because of its root in the universal virtues of pacifism liberalism and rationalism,
Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru had a clear perception of these fundamental characteristics of Indian Nationalism before
he plunged deeply into the struggle and worked vigorously for national liberation. "He had absolutely no
liking for terrorism and communalism ,the two prevailing method of practical action. The and communalism.
the two first was quite inconsistent with his nature while the second offered no hope of success. It was in this
background that Gandhi arrived on political scene and started his SatyaGraha movement,"7 a novel and
untested but potentially capable of breaking the dead lock and achieving the desired result."8 His intense

nationalism, thus pushed him forward to a more purposeful and effective political action.

Socio-Economic Perception of Nehru

"Pt. Nehru, regards socialism as the panacea of human ills like poverty chronic employment and the feudal
system of social economy. His concept is a type of 'empirical collectivism' The increasing economic legislation
in recent times has been variously called liberalism, radicalism, popularism and progressivism but the
distinctive mark is the collective tendency Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru as a collectiveist has rejected the extreme

from the economic determinism. His ideas of empirical collectivism visualize that though many industrial
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projects may be owned by private sector, yet they should be subject to state regulation. Such control is
democratically necessary in order to secure justice for the community. The ultimate aim of a democratic
socialist state should be the development of man. peace and order. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru felt that the state
must centralize certain works of public utility, but at the same time it safe guards the rights of individual.
These should be no exploitation of man in a democratic society. The active motive must be condemned by ve
honest person. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru Joked upon socialism as a growing, dynamic conception, as something
which is not rigid, an something which must fit in with the changing conditions of human life and activity
every country’9

His humanist approach reflects in the centerlized concept of development, however the scientific reforms
take places through his vision of Five Year Plans'. He initiated education reforms and introduced ceiling on
the size of land holdings amidst of criticism in even congress controlled states and therefore state were made
enable to dely the policy. The result of which frustrated the economic change. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru thought
about centralized development so that big sectors came under the direct control of government. And this was
the need of time because in those days there was a great scarecity of finance and lake of adventurous spirit.
And on the other hand he also promoted small producers using labour intensive technologies and providing
employment. His vision of decentralizing economy favoured agricultural sector and rural society. It may be
said that Nehru era is based on coalition of urban and rural interests in place of urban oriented industrial
strategy and therefore agrarian interests emerges as a key issues on the national political science. In many
sector aoyawing gap between central legislative intentions and actual local implementation characterized the
Nehru years. "The democratic view of Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru is keenly concerned with the economie being of
man. It takes into full consideration the rise of socialism and working class movements. The good life
certainly implies a measure of satisfaction of man's essential needs, which will relieve him of continuous
oppsession and fear. Political democracy must be accompanied by economic welfare and social. assimilation.
To a starving man democracy. means nothing so appears the problem for democracy a more equitable
distribution of wealth and material happiness among the people. Socialistic idea should be connected with the
ideas of political democracy."10 "All over institutions, including the parliamentary institutions are ultimately
the projection of a people's character, thinking and aims. They are strong and lasting in the measured that
they are in accordance with the people's character and thinking otherwise, they tend to breakup."11 Pt.
Jawaharlal Nehru keeps his feet firstly grounded on humanism, the basic tenets of which are democracy,
socialism and peace. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru envisaged more and more state control over the private sector. He
argued. "Western economics though helpful, have little bearing on our present day problems. So also have
Marxist- Economics which are in many ways out of date event though they throw a considerable light on
economic progress. He have thus to do our own thinking, profiting by the example of others, but essentially
trying to find path for ourselves suited to our own condition."12

Thus it was unwise, according to Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru, for India to imitate any economic model from other
countries. India must evolve a system which suits her own requirement and genius. The ideal of mixed
economy was thus considered to be the best. Here Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru's approach and outlook seemed to be
a 'self conscious radical.’

Interntional outlook and Globalization
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According to Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru Globalizations the changing pattern and logic of cold war relationship
amongst great and small powers. In the post cold war era, ideologies had become weak. The role and
influence of state was on decline and the concept of sovereignty was under a constant attack. During cold war
period the then super powers were imposing the supremacy in the economic environment of comparatively
weak states. In nutshell, it may be said that the super powers wanted to control the means of production and
distribution and they also consistantly questions the legitimacy of self reliance of small state. Pt. Jawaharlal
Nehru was of the view that small state have legitimacy and right to develop themselves according their own
need and environment. He was not in favoure of cruel privatization as economic reform. Therefore he not
only concieved the idea of planned development under democratic socialism but inacted on that. He also
advocated the bilateral as well as multilateral relationship based on peaceful co operation amongst them.
Therefore, he created NAM and strongly supported it. Due to his socialistic ideas it was obvious for him to
look nearer to the communist camp of global scene, no need to say U.S.S.R.

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru's globalism was stressing on peace diplomacy than military security. In the sub
continenthostile foreign policy alignments had crystallized. "He emphasized synthesis and balance, not by
object surrender but by reason and understanding. He endavoured to enlarge the area of peace in the face of
rapidly expanding spheres of physical and ideological hostile. Once he said the danger of war is not past and
the future may hold fresh trails and tribulations for humanity. Yet the forces of peace are strong and the mind
of humanity is awake. I believe that peace will trump. The belief in 'world peace brought him very near to
Bhuddha’ism. He had a disdain for religious, yet he was keenly attached toward Buddhism because it is based
on reason, equality and peace. Ultimately, he did n leave man without a religion in his democrati and
socialistic society"13

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru possessed a rare ability to analyse the international situation by placing the national
problem in wider world context. He stressed "in Lahore Congress is Dec. 1929." India today is a part of the
world movement. Not only China, Turkey. Persia and Egypt, but also Russia and the countries of the west are
taking part in this movement (freedom struggle) and India can not isolate herself from it....... And if India
has a message to give to the world, as I hope she has, she has also receive and learn much from the message of
other peoples.”’14 His bitter attack on capitalism was based on the view that capitalism was responsible for the
emergence of Fascism. He was clear in his mind that India's struggle against imperialism was part of the
liberal world's fight agains fascism. He had a greater imagination and perspective on international politics. He
was quite enthusiastic about the burning problems confronting the world and wanted India to involves
herself significantly in finding solutions. When Italy attacked Ethopia, the called for protest demonstrations
throughout the country, he urged upon the people to express solidarity with the Ethiopians in this struggle
against Mussoline's fascist forces Similarly Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru wanted the jews to come to a settlement with
Arabs o the Palestinian issue, instead of relying on Brithish imperialism. He thought Britain was exploiting
the unhappy relations between the Arabs and Jews Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru insisted that the state should
maintain a reasonable balance between nationalism and internationalism. Every state should strive for an
adjustment for her national interest with those of other state in order to promote international harmony and
co-operation. He probably visualized the emergence of world federation in which India was to become an
active member after independence, but it must be world republic. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru had a multiple agenda

for the same. It may be said in the following points.
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1. Globalism and utopianism - expressed by his concern with global disarmament, anticolonialism and world
peace.

2- National security by military meant rejected by Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru.

3- Realism by diplomatic means revealed by Pt. Jawaharlal Nahru's systematic effort to built a soviet link
Irom 1920 and especially during the Koreas war.

4 Sub continental regionalism (multilateralism) and geopolitics neglected by Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru, as an
approach, although it is true that he did not attack neighbours and he sought bi-lateral negotiation on
contentious issues.

5- Asianism revealed in Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru's vision of united Asia.

The central element of Pt. Jawaharlal Nahru's mental outlook dominated Indian diplomacy because India's
foreign policy establishment at the time was small. Pt. Jawaharlal Nahru practically was in foreign office.

In the making of our coustitution, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru was one of the visionary architect of it. He shaped
India's foreign policy. His vision is evidently reflected in the Directive Principles of State Policy under the
part IV especially in article 51 of our constitution. Apart from other things the directives principle states that
country's foreign policy shall be directed with a view to promote international peace and security. The state
should strive for maintaining just and honorable relation between nations by encouraging the settlement of
international disputes by arbitration, and by fastering respect for international law and treaty obligation.
Infact the policy of non-alignment initiated by Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru after independence was mainly aimed at
the attainment of the same objective.

"He insisted that India should be non-aligned in the insane struggle for power which has preoccupied the

United States and the Soviet Union at the expence of the Walfare of mankind."15

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru conceived India as a model of peaceful change through democratic values of
deveploment with social security. He played a heroic role of a dynamic leader in the struggle for freedom and
independence. And in the post-coloniel era. his charismatic personality and great intellect opened new vistas
for India's development. It was his conviction that the adoption of at progressive, rational, secular and
scientific approach would not only strengthen nationalist movement but would eventually pave the way for

the emergence of a stable political system and national consensus on all outstanding issues and problems.

o Information management and Exchange -relevant information network, strengthening, cooperation
and partnership among stakeholders, information sharing.

o  Public Awareness — literacy is a major factor in awareness, literate people can be made easily as they
understand easily and with less effort and money.
Media usage refers to the media being used by the people for news, entertainment and in general
acquiring information, cinema, street plays, television, newspapers and mitigation, almost many of
definitions have more or less than taking about humans sensitivity towards natural or man-made
environmental hazards, i.e., in other words the definitions have become anthropocentric and have
reached a level of standardization. So in order to understand the term ‘Disaster’ we need to understand
the term ‘Hazards’ and human sensitiveness towards hazards. Hazards can be defined or viewed as a
naturally occurring or human induced processes or event with the potential to create losses, i.e., a
general source of danger. In simple words hazard is a rare or extreme event in the natural or human
made environment that adversely affects human life, property or activity to the extent of causing a

disaster.

‘Disaster Management’ is nothing but skillful ways, methods of controlling a disaster. Disaster Management
techniques or methods are based on the economic status of the country and hence it varies from country to
country. Any disaster management technique involves certain amount of investment. Hence, the process of
managing the disaster and thus increasing safety involving a balancing act that between the cost of reducing
the risk of disaster and the benefit arising from the amount of risk reduced. Thus, developed countries

managed disasters better than developing countries.

Now the question is how the disaster can be managed in India through awareness?

In India the public awareness program are not strongly promoted as in the country like Japan. In India the
main disaster happen very often are floods (in river valleys), draught, earthquake (in unstable regions like
Himalayan Region, Eastern India and some part of Western India), Forest Fire (mainly in hilly regions),

landslide (also in hilly regions with heavy snowfall), storms and hurricanes (in coastal regions).

Natural disaster affects every one alike. However, the nature of impact varies based on their vulnerability
which is physical, social and attitudinal and coping capacity of these effected. Each time a disaster occurs;
there is physical, educational, economic and psychological impact. About 85% of India’s geographical area is
prone to natural hazards such as cyclones, floods, earthquakes, landslides and draught. Traditionally India has
received in its approach towards disasters with precious resources being spent on relief, rehabilitation and
reconstruction. Off late there has been a major shift in its approach. The focus has shifted to pre disaster
aspects like, prevention, mitigation and preparedness, as it is felt that appropriate mitigations measures can
substantially, if not completely mitigate the impact f disasters. Education of disaster management is a trans-

disciplinary exercise aimed at magazines based on the media which is most used, the awareness can be created
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through that media which makes the work simple and again reduce the cost. Media usage is a factor which is

more or less based on literacy.

To build in a culture of safety and resilience at all levels in the education sector, there is a need to carry out a
large number of initiatives. Some of the ongoing initiatives of the Government of India with support from
various stakeholders are:

v" To reduce vulnerability, CBSE with support from ministry of Home Affairs and Human Resource
Development.

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru is widely acclaimed as one of the makers of 'Modern India'. He inculcated in himself,
the personalities of an intellectual and a practical political leader. He deeply associated and effected India's
struggle for freedom and on the other hand he also opened new vistas for Indian political thinking. He
belongs to that group of Indian intellectuals who drew their. inspiration mainly from the intellectual currents
of 19th and 20th centuries. Since his upbringing, he developed himself not only as a nationalist but
internationalist also, to serve the larger causes of humanity. He was of sensitive nature the larger causes of
humanity. He was of sensitive nature and often deeply affected by human sufferings. This situation shaped his
social and secular life and ideas. His humanism is essentially an outcome of the contemporary social situation.
He was a brave fighter always stood for the cause of common man. His generous nature revolted against
religious orthodoxy and hypocracy. It is his human outlook, which has brought him in the field of humanist
philosophy.

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru had great faith in man: his power and potentiality of solving human problems depends
on science and reason. "It is the scientific approach and get critical temper of science, the search for the truth
and knowledge, the refusal to accept everything without testing and trial, the capacity to change previous
conclusions in the face of new evidence, the reliance on observed fact and not on preconceived theory, the
hard discipline of the mind - all this necessary, not merely for the application of science but for life and the
solution of its many problems."'1 For Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru "the attitude of science should be a way of life, a
process of thinking, a method of acting and associating with our fellow-man. The science, which man has
invented should become a source of mutual help and co-operation."2 Mainly Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru's
humanism, is really capable of understanding and solving his own problems, his responsibility is greater than
anything in the universe. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru observed that "A growing synthesis between humanism and
scientific spirit. resulting in a kind of scientific humanism."3 He revealed much of his mind and he stated
"the better type of the modern mind is governed by a practical idealism for social betterment. It has discarded

to a large extent the ancient philosophical approach. Their search for ultimate reality, as well as
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devotionalism and mysticism due to the medieval period. Humanity is its good and social service, of his
religion."4 Possessed of a scientific and rational temper, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru always tasked upon science as

an effective instrument for the liberation of man.

1) Nationalism

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru. being an intense nationalist had a clear understanding of the distinctive features of
nationalism. particularity as it existed in the colonial society, was a composite and a living force and it could
make the strongest appeal to the spirit of man. He was conscious of its marits and of its many contributions to
the development of modern civilization. It had all along been a driving force for the freedom and
independence It gave a certain degree of unity, vigor and vitality to many people all over the world. But he
was aware of its limitations too. He believed that the nationalism would be curse, if it was narrow and
fanatical. It could, sometimes make people think only of themselves, of their struggle, of their own misery
and create a fear and suspicion about neighbors. Nationalism would be harmful, if it ever made the people.
conscious of their own superiority. It would be the most undesirable if the spirit of nationalism pushed up
any people towards aggressive expansionism. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru realized that nationalism of the French
revolution showed that every evil."5

Indian nationalism, unlike the western nationalism, was not a product of violence and hatred. Almost thirty
years after the great mutiny; it found its expression in the form of Indian National Congress', and it begun to
grow and develop science than, in a liberal and tolerant atmosphere. When the fascist type of nationalism
raised its head in Europe, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru lost no time to completely differentiate it with Indian
Nationalism - "Nationalism in the East, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru observed. It must be remembered, was
essentially different from the new and terribly narrow nationalism of the fascist countries; the former was the
historical urge to freedom, the later, the last refuge of reaction.”6 From its inception, Indian. nationalism,
proceeded from a wider base because of its root in the universal virtues of pacifism liberalism and rationalism,
Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru had a clear perception of these fundamental characteristics of Indian Nationalism before
he plunged deeply into the struggle and worked vigorously for national liberation. "He had absolutely no
liking for terrorism and communalism ,the two prevailing method of practical action. The and communalism.
the two first was quite inconsistent with his nature while the second offered no hope of success. It was in this
background that Gandhi arrived on political scene and started his SatyaGraha movement,"7 a novel and
untested but potentially capable of breaking the dead lock and achieving the desired result."8 His intense

nationalism, thus pushed him forward to a more purposeful and effective political action.

Socio-Economic Perception of Nehru

"Pt. Nehru, regards socialism as the panacea of human ills like poverty chronic employment and the feudal
system of social economy. His concept is a type of 'empirical collectivism' The increasing economic legislation
in recent times has been variously called liberalism, radicalism, popularism and progressivism but the
distinctive mark is the collective tendency Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru as a collectiveist has rejected the extreme

from the economic determinism. His ideas of empirical collectivism visualize that though many industrial
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projects may be owned by private sector, yet they should be subject to state regulation. Such control is
democratically necessary in order to secure justice for the community. The ultimate aim of a democratic
socialist state should be the development of man. peace and order. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru felt that the state
must centralize certain works of public utility, but at the same time it safe guards the rights of individual.
These should be no exploitation of man in a democratic society. The active motive must be condemned by ve
honest person. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru Joked upon socialism as a growing, dynamic conception, as something
which is not rigid, an something which must fit in with the changing conditions of human life and activity
every country’9

His humanist approach reflects in the centerlized concept of development, however the scientific reforms
take places through his vision of Five Year Plans'. He initiated education reforms and introduced ceiling on
the size of land holdings amidst of criticism in even congress controlled states and therefore state were made
enable to dely the policy. The result of which frustrated the economic change. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru thought
about centralized development so that big sectors came under the direct control of government. And this was
the need of time because in those days there was a great scarecity of finance and lake of adventurous spirit.
And on the other hand he also promoted small producers using labour intensive technologies and providing
employment. His vision of decentralizing economy favoured agricultural sector and rural society. It may be
said that Nehru era is based on coalition of urban and rural interests in place of urban oriented industrial
strategy and therefore agrarian interests emerges as a key issues on the national political science. In many
sector aoyawing gap between central legislative intentions and actual local implementation characterized the
Nehru years. "The democratic view of Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru is keenly concerned with the economie being of
man. It takes into full consideration the rise of socialism and working class movements. The good life
certainly implies a measure of satisfaction of man's essential needs, which will relieve him of continuous
oppsession and fear. Political democracy must be accompanied by economic welfare and social. assimilation.
To a starving man democracy. means nothing so appears the problem for democracy a more equitable
distribution of wealth and material happiness among the people. Socialistic idea should be connected with the
ideas of political democracy."10 "All over institutions, including the parliamentary institutions are ultimately
the projection of a people's character, thinking and aims. They are strong and lasting in the measured that
they are in accordance with the people's character and thinking otherwise, they tend to breakup."11 Pt.
Jawaharlal Nehru keeps his feet firstly grounded on humanism, the basic tenets of which are democracy,
socialism and peace. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru envisaged more and more state control over the private sector. He
argued. "Western economics though helpful, have little bearing on our present day problems. So also have
Marxist- Economics which are in many ways out of date event though they throw a considerable light on
economic progress. He have thus to do our own thinking, profiting by the example of others, but essentially
trying to find path for ourselves suited to our own condition."12

Thus it was unwise, according to Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru, for India to imitate any economic model from other
countries. India must evolve a system which suits her own requirement and genius. The ideal of mixed
economy was thus considered to be the best. Here Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru's approach and outlook seemed to be
a 'self conscious radical.’

Interntional outlook and Globalization
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According to Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru Globalizations the changing pattern and logic of cold war relationship
amongst great and small powers. In the post cold war era, ideologies had become weak. The role and
influence of state was on decline and the concept of sovereignty was under a constant attack. During cold war
period the then super powers were imposing the supremacy in the economic environment of comparatively
weak states. In nutshell, it may be said that the super powers wanted to control the means of production and
distribution and they also consistantly questions the legitimacy of self reliance of small state. Pt. Jawaharlal
Nehru was of the view that small state have legitimacy and right to develop themselves according their own
need and environment. He was not in favoure of cruel privatization as economic reform. Therefore he not
only concieved the idea of planned development under democratic socialism but inacted on that. He also
advocated the bilateral as well as multilateral relationship based on peaceful co operation amongst them.
Therefore, he created NAM and strongly supported it. Due to his socialistic ideas it was obvious for him to
look nearer to the communist camp of global scene, no need to say U.S.S.R.

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru's globalism was stressing on peace diplomacy than military security. In the sub
continenthostile foreign policy alignments had crystallized. "He emphasized synthesis and balance, not by
object surrender but by reason and understanding. He endavoured to enlarge the area of peace in the face of
rapidly expanding spheres of physical and ideological hostile. Once he said the danger of war is not past and
the future may hold fresh trails and tribulations for humanity. Yet the forces of peace are strong and the mind
of humanity is awake. I believe that peace will trump. The belief in 'world peace brought him very near to
Bhuddha’ism. He had a disdain for religious, yet he was keenly attached toward Buddhism because it is based
on reason, equality and peace. Ultimately, he did n leave man without a religion in his democrati and
socialistic society"13

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru possessed a rare ability to analyse the international situation by placing the national
problem in wider world context. He stressed "in Lahore Congress is Dec. 1929." India today is a part of the
world movement. Not only China, Turkey. Persia and Egypt, but also Russia and the countries of the west are
taking part in this movement (freedom struggle) and India can not isolate herself from it....... And if India
has a message to give to the world, as I hope she has, she has also receive and learn much from the message of
other peoples.”’14 His bitter attack on capitalism was based on the view that capitalism was responsible for the
emergence of Fascism. He was clear in his mind that India's struggle against imperialism was part of the
liberal world's fight agains fascism. He had a greater imagination and perspective on international politics. He
was quite enthusiastic about the burning problems confronting the world and wanted India to involves
herself significantly in finding solutions. When Italy attacked Ethopia, the called for protest demonstrations
throughout the country, he urged upon the people to express solidarity with the Ethiopians in this struggle
against Mussoline's fascist forces Similarly Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru wanted the jews to come to a settlement with
Arabs o the Palestinian issue, instead of relying on Brithish imperialism. He thought Britain was exploiting
the unhappy relations between the Arabs and Jews Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru insisted that the state should
maintain a reasonable balance between nationalism and internationalism. Every state should strive for an
adjustment for her national interest with those of other state in order to promote international harmony and
co-operation. He probably visualized the emergence of world federation in which India was to become an
active member after independence, but it must be world republic. Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru had a multiple agenda

for the same. It may be said in the following points.
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1. Globalism and utopianism - expressed by his concern with global disarmament, anticolonialism and world
peace.

2- National security by military meant rejected by Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru.

3- Realism by diplomatic means revealed by Pt. Jawaharlal Nahru's systematic effort to built a soviet link
Irom 1920 and especially during the Koreas war.

4 Sub continental regionalism (multilateralism) and geopolitics neglected by Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru, as an
approach, although it is true that he did not attack neighbours and he sought bi-lateral negotiation on
contentious issues.

5- Asianism revealed in Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru's vision of united Asia.

The central element of Pt. Jawaharlal Nahru's mental outlook dominated Indian diplomacy because India's
foreign policy establishment at the time was small. Pt. Jawaharlal Nahru practically was in foreign office.

In the making of our coustitution, Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru was one of the visionary architect of it. He shaped
India's foreign policy. His vision is evidently reflected in the Directive Principles of State Policy under the
part IV especially in article 51 of our constitution. Apart from other things the directives principle states that
country's foreign policy shall be directed with a view to promote international peace and security. The state
should strive for maintaining just and honorable relation between nations by encouraging the settlement of
international disputes by arbitration, and by fastering respect for international law and treaty obligation.
Infact the policy of non-alignment initiated by Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru after independence was mainly aimed at
the attainment of the same objective.

"He insisted that India should be non-aligned in the insane struggle for power which has preoccupied the

United States and the Soviet Union at the expence of the Walfare of mankind."15

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru conceived India as a model of peaceful change through democratic values of
deveploment with social security. He played a heroic role of a dynamic leader in the struggle for freedom and
independence. And in the post-coloniel era. his charismatic personality and great intellect opened new vistas
for India's development. It was his conviction that the adoption of at progressive, rational, secular and
scientific approach would not only strengthen nationalist movement but would eventually pave the way for

the emergence of a stable political system and national consensus on all outstanding issues and problems.
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
